
SEAL INSTALLATION GUIDE
INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
FOR REPLACEMENT SEALS

I . Dumserribie rump Cavity to expose defective seal . Removal of
old seal and assembly of new seal requires careful operations
and precautions

CAUTION : Lapped and polished faces of new seal are easily
scratched and dammged . PROTECT FROM DAMAGE, DIRT AND
FINGERPRINTS .

2- Carefully remove old seal head micl seat taking care riot to
scratch shaft or seat counterbore . NOTE HOW OLD SEAL IS
ASSFMBLFD TO BF SURF RFPIACEMFNT SEAL IS INSTALLED IN
IDENTICAL MANNER .

3 . Clean shaft and counterbore srirfaces using fine emery cloth or
equivalent- Remove rust, burrs, and wipe clean .

4 . Shaft, seat counterbore and rubber members of seal head and
seat should be lubricated with a lubricant compatible with the
seal elastomer. Check seal surfaces to be sure they are free of

riirt grit or liil- ~rir . -u~l .

5 . Press seal seat firmly into counterbore to be sure it is bottomed
square SLIDE SEAI- HEAD ALONG SHAFT MAKING SURE THAT
SPRING IS CORRECILY ENGAGED INTO SEAL .

6 . Re-assemble pump ind remember that trouble free operation
of a pump includes making a correct seal installation .
